State Route 8, which is
located at the east side of the university campus will undergo a much-needed rehabilitation beginning in late fall, 2002. The project will last
for several years and during that time, several entrance and exit ramps will close for lengthy periods. We highly recommend you visit the
Road Wise web site www.roadwise.org or call the Road Wise Toll Free Hotline at 1-877-ROADWISE for current construction information.
While in your car, remember to tune your radio to the Road Wise Construction Information Station, 530AM, and be watching the changeable
message signs when approaching the Route 8 construction zone.

Don’t let construction get in your way! The Ohio Department of Transportation wants you to know what to expect before reaching the construction zone.

In an effort to help you park your car more efficiently, Thomas Hall and 
University Parking Services have developed the following guidelines for parking.

How you approach the Hall will determine where you will be directed to park.

Patrons approaching the Hall following directions from the North, South or East will be directed to park in Lots 26, 45 or the EJ parking deck. Parking is $5 in these 
locations. Flying Balcony Club members having reserved parking reservations and handicap patrons should follow these directions. FBC members must show their
reserved parking permit. A valid handicap permit must be displayed for all handicap parking.

Patrons approaching the Hall from the West will be directed to park in Lot #34. Parking is $5 in this location.

Patrons may also choose to park in the Polsky parking deck or Morley Health Center deck located on Broadway. Parking is $2 in these locations and a short 
walk to EJ. Patrons using these locations will save time in traffic and money.

To make your experience with us as pleasant as possible, here is what we plan to do for you.
• The Thomas Hall parking deck will close to students mid-afternoon. This will make more spaces available to you for event parking.
• $5 parking is available in the EJ parking deck and Lots 26, 45 and 34.
• Please remember: How you approach the Hall will determine where you will be directed to park.
• Handicap parking is available in the EJ parking deck on a first-come-first-serve-basis with a valid permit.

Drop-off and pick-up of physically challenged patrons is available in the deck.
• As construction begins, we will update you with new driving directions, parking locations and conditions. Watch for the special section  

in the Spotlight newsletter or log on to our web site www.ejthomashall.com or The University of Akron Parking web site  
at www.uakron.edu/parking or call 330/972-7213.

• For safety, police will assist patrons in crossing the street at the crosswalk.
